**Councilman Kelly made the motion to waive the reading of the minutes and accept the Minutes of the March 18, 2009 Public Works Session and the Minutes of the March 18, 2009 Regular Council meeting seconded by Councilwoman Dwyer.  The motion carried unanimously.
INCOMING CORRESPONDENCE
On April 1, 2009 we received our annual Liquid Fuels payment in the amount of $62,527.17

On March 19 we received a fax from the Luzerne Conservation District informing us that The Borough will no longer be exempt from fees when submitting plans for review with their office.  This is due to a of 20% reduction in their State funding and to a greatly reduced amount of development in the County.

A copy of the revised fee schedule was included in the mailing.

Today we received an email from Karen Boback letting us know that the Federal Emergency Responders Grant Deadline in approaching on May 20.  The AFG program, which is administered by the US Dept of Homeland Security, is open to both paid and volunteer fire and ambulance companies.

OPPORTUNITY FOR CITIZENS TO BE HEARD
Richard Haas  asked for Council Support for the Protective Association to go down to Harrisburg and look in the Government Surplus for a Hovercraft.  They are looking to purchase one to help in the Spring to break up ice.  It would not be any cost to the Borough.  They are only asking for permission to visit the Government Surplus facility.
**A motion was made by Councilman Kelly to support the Protecive Association in their search for a Hovercraft, seconded by Councilwoman Samson.  The motion carried unanimously.

Dick Heuer asked for the status on the 911 addressing.  Council told him that it has been delivered to the County.  We are waiting to hear from them.

Fran Kopko asked if any grants had been submitted for the Stimulus money that is being advertised?  He feels it could be used for police upgrades.  It was recommended that Congressmen Carney’s office should be contacted for information.

Councilwoman Samson told Mr. Kopko that she had looked into the options available for recycling fluorescent light bulbs.  Currently Home Depot and PPL have drop off points available.  Mr. Kopko would like to see something local in the borough.

The Borough Secretary reported that during the month of January $24,697.02 was received from Berkheimer.

Finance:  Councilwoman Samson gave the financial report including:  $390,662.81 in available cash, $153,429.57 in restricted cash, for a total of $544,092.38. She also stated that the budget is on track and all spending is within the current budget.

**Councilwoman Dwyer made a motion to approve the Police Contract for 2009 and 2010, seconded by Councilwoman Samson.  The motion carried unanimously.
**Councilwoman Samson made a motion to award the Subdivision and Land Ordinance update contract to Pasonick Engineering, seconded by Councilwoman Dwyer.  The motion carried unanimously.

President Lucarino asked if anyone had any old business they wished to discuss. There was no response.
**Councilwoman Dwyer made a motion to pay the bills and Payroll in the amount of $63,357.12 seconded by Councilwoman Samson.  The motion carried unanimously.
