Fran Kopko   Pole 186, asked council whether any provisions have been made to properly dispose of florescent bulbs so that they are not further damaging the environment. Council will have to look into it.

The Borough Secretary reported that during the month of January $19,023.71 was received from Berkheimer.

REPORTS FROM APPOINTED OFFICIALS AND SPECIAL COMMITTEES
Finance:  Councilwoman Samson gave the financial report including:  $341,600.81 in available cash, $153,339.42 in restricted cash, for a total of $494,940.23. She also stated that the budget should be evaluated at the end of the Quarter to help stay on track.
Police:  Councilwoman West stated that there was no report.    
Roads:  Councilwoman Dwyer gave her report including, plowing and salting the roads.  Basins were repaired and cleaned, and pole numbers were replaced on the poles.
Zoning Hearing Board Report:  Councilman Hogan stated that he had no report. 
EAC:  Councilman Kelly’s reporton EAC  included that the regular monthly meeting was held on Tuesday, March 10, 2009 at 7:00 p.m. All members were present except Joe Reilly and there were 4 people in the audience. 

Fred Lubnow of Princeton Hydro was at the meeting to discuss the Nonpoint Source Implementation Program Grant that Harveys Lake received in the amount of $262,534. With this grant money we will continue to reduce the pollutant load entering the Lake. With remaining monies from a prior grant, 25 storm water retrofits will be installed in the catch basins. 
Fred Lubnow will work with EAC and Boro Council and plans to attend meetings every other month. Residents are encouraged to report their runoff problems to EAC so they will be included in the storm water management plan. 
Sewer Authority Liaison:  Richard Boice reported that flow meters were replaced and recalibrated.  Also, a possible leak has been narrowed down between the Grotto and Marina Pointe.
**Councilwoman Dwyer made the motion to accept the reports from Special Committees, Elected Officials and Appointed Officials, seconded by Councilman Kelly.  The motion carried unanimously.
