**Councilman Hogan made the motion to waive the reading of the minutes and accept the Minutes of the April 21, 2009 Public Works Session and the Minutes of the April 21, 2009 Regular Council meeting seconded by Councilwoman Dwyer.  The motion carried unanimously.
 **Councilwoman Dwyer made a motion to adopt and enact the Zoning Ordinance dated May 11, 2009 as prepared by Pasonick Engineering, seconded by Councilwoman Samson.  The motion carried unanimously.

OPPORTUNITY FOR CITIZENS TO BE HEARD
Fran Kopko Pole 127, I see according to the minutes that you were going to contact Congressmen Carney regarding the Stimulus money for the Police dept., did you do that?
Councilwoman Dwyer said no, and pointed out that there was a change in chairmanship this past month.

Larry Lucarino stated that Councilwoman West resigned as the chair for the Police Dept. so Councilwoman Samson will have to take a look at it.

Kopko: I also see that you were going to purchase police computers that could have been covered by that money, have you already purchased them?

Lucarino: Did we buy them?  No, we did not.

Dwyer: No

Someone said: They were purchased
Lucarino: Oh, they were?  

Dwyer: They were?

Someone: They were.

Lucarino: Ok, they were.

Dwyer: Oh, OK.

Kopko:  As a citizen I sit here and it seems like you would rather spend money than do something to help the Borough out.  A Community (I couldn’t hear which one) got over $300,000 dollars, why?
Dwyer: Those communities are economically deprived and they qualify for a lot more.  We have a hard time..

Kopko: Don’t give me that

Dwyer: Oh, no,no,no, I have researched that..
Kopko: You have researched that?

Dwyer: I have a 50 page booklet and we are not eligible for too much, we are eligible for a homeless shelter. You know, we could put a homeless shelter here. And a few other things,  

Kopko:  With the stimulus package?

Dwyer: Excuse me?
Kopko: With the stimulus package?

Dwyer: No, not the stimulus package, but with other grants. (Kopko is talking over top, but I can’t make it out)

Kopko: How do you know what comes with the stimulus package?  You said you were going to contact Carney’s office.
Dwyer: Not me, I didn’t say that. I did not say that.  I am done with Grants, I did not say that.
Lucarino: We have applied for grants.  There are some out there that we are trying to get. You also are seeing Hanover Twp., they bought three fire trucks, that’s because of the area that they are in, and they got them. But, in some cases, we are not eligible for them. We would like to get them, we would like to get a new cruiser.
Kopko: I see where Kanjorski.. (can’t hear)  

Lucarino: Susan, what grants do we have out there.

Susan R. Sutton: We have grants with the Office of Community Development for the SALDO, we also have two more with Pasonick for Community Surveys to be done and have submitted one for the Comprehensive Plan.
Dwyer: We are also working with DEP.
Susan: Yes we are getting remediation done on the Worden Place Channel through a grant from DEP.

Lucarino: They are not as easy as you think Fran, you know that.

Kopko: I know that if you don’t apply, you don’t get stuff. ( can’t hear) But you haven’t applied and that is what I am concerned about.

Dwyer: Yes we have applied.

Kopko: I am concerned with the Stimulus package. What you are talking about is something else.
Dwyer:  Ok, we will put Stimulus down and put it on the agenda.

Kopko: You said you put it on the agenda last month and you didn’t do anything about it.

One more item, uh, you indicated that Home Depot and Lowes have a pick up for lights, but I asked you if you were going to do anything for the Citizens of the Borough to collect them and take them down or do you want the citizens to take them down individually.
Samson:  I called UGI to see if they had any kind of a program in the back mountain or anywhere around us, they said no and they do not have any plans at this time to have any.  The woman I spoke to said the only place she knows is Walmart, and they only take the smaller light bulbs, not the big long fluorescent ones.

Kopko:  So is the borough going to do anything for us?
Samson: So we would need to find a place to put them.

Dwyer: Do you have room in your Garage? (to Fran)

Kopko:  So I understand that you are not planning to do anything for the residents of the Borough to collect these…

Samson: No, not at this time until we find somewhere we can take them.
Lucarino:  We have the safety of our road dept. too, because of the large bulbs, small bulbs wouldn’t be a problem.

Dwyer:  Fran, I researched a grant that you put in maybe about 7 years ago, for a bike path around the lake, and your name was on it, I wasn’t going to bring it up,
Kopko:  Why?

Dwyer: Because I didn’t want to make you a public spectacle, but now I am.

Kopko: Why?

Dwyer: Why what?

Kopko: Why are you making me a public spectacle?
Dwyer: I am just telling you.

Kopko: Why?

Dwyer: You didn’t follow through on that. (repeats 3 times)
You can bang the gavel now.  You had your three minutes.

Kopko: My three minutes?

Lucarino:  I just don’t want an argument here. I am just trying to stop an argument.

Kopko:  Thank you

Lucarino:  Do you have anything else Fran.
Kopko:  No, that was it.

Lucarino:  Anyone else.  (There was no response.)  The floor is closed.
INCOMING CORRESPONDENCE
We received a letter from Pearl Race thanking us for adding the flyer in our annual newsletter advertising the Annual Postal Food Drive.  Harveys Lake postal workers collected over 900 lbs. of food for the Pastor’s Food Pantry this year.

We received a letter from DEP regarding our 2008 Reimbursement for Enforcing the Pennsylvania Sewage Facilities Act.  Unfortunately, due to limited funding appropriated to this program for the current fiscal year and an increase in overall costs submitted by local agencies for reimbursement, the current fiscal year funds have been exhausted.  If money becomes available later in the year, funds will be disbursed in the order in which they were received.

Our web statistics are in for the Month of April.  We had 104 unique visitors, 751 total visits and a total of 1491 pages were viewed.  

REPORTS FROM APPOINTED OFFICIALS AND SPECIAL COMMITTEES

The Borough Secretary reported that during the month of January $20,273.57 was received from Berkheimer.

REPORTS FROM APPOINTED OFFICIALS AND SPECIAL COMMITTEES
Finance:  Councilwoman Samson gave the financial report including:  $494,000.00 in available cash, $216,000.00 in restricted cash, for a total of $710,000.00. 
Police:  Councilwoman Samson stated that she had recently taken over the Police Dept. and had met with all of the officers, but that is all that she has to report at this time.    
Roads:  Councilwoman Dwyer gave her report including that the road dept. has been inspecting the basins and scheduling needed repair. They wired the inside of the Police Station and the Evidence shed.  They painted and spackled the walls in the Police Station.  They filled in some of the Pot holes and are checking the rest of the roads to schedule them. They clean and wash all of the Police vehicles on Fridays.  They also had clean up this past  Saturday which was very successful, and for the past two weeks, have been picking up for the Senior Citizens, a service we give for our Senior Residents.  They used 99 gallons of fuel this month.
EAC:  There was no report
Zoning Officers Report:  There was no report. 
Sewer Authority Liaison: There was no report
**Councilwoman Samson made the motion to accept the reports from Special Committees, Elected Officials and Appointed Officials, seconded by Councilman Hogan.  The motion carried unanimously.
NEW BUSINESS

**Councilwoman Dwyer made a motion to hire Jesse Saylor as a full time employee at $11.00 per hour as of May 1, 2009, seconded by Councilman Musial.  The motion carried unanimously.
**Councilman Hogan made a motion to pass Resolution no. 1 2009 to allow Harveys Lake Borough to file online on the dotGrants reporting system with our liquid Fuels reports annually, seconded by Councilwoman Dwyer.  The motion carried unanimously.

**Councilwoman Samson made a motion to authorize Pasonick Engineering to submit a County Funding application for a Community Survey, seconded by Councilwoman Dwyer.  The motion carried unanimously.
OLD BUSINESS

President Lucarino asked if anyone had any old business they wished to discuss. 
Mayor Richard Boice stated that the Postmaster had Preliminary Approval for residents wishing to move their mailboxes on Lakeside drive to the other side of the road.  It would be voluntary instead of mandatory.
**Councilwoman Samson made a motion to pay the bills and Payroll in the amount of $81,718.75, seconded by Councilman Musial.  The motion carried unanimously. 

Councilman Lucarino asked if anyone had anything else to add to the meeting. 

Resident Kopko wanted it on the record that Ms. Dwyer stated that she wanted to make a public spectacle of him

Councilwoman Dwyer wanted it on the record that she did not make a spectacle of the meeting, thank you.

President Lucarino wanted to add that the 911 is down at the County, and he wanted to thank everyone on council who worked on it.  They did a very good job. It is just taking time for everything to go through.
**Councilwoman Samson made a motion to adjourn, seconded by Councilman Musial.  The motion carried unanimously.
